6th Grade Trip to  

Nature’s Classroom 

October 5th – 7th  

     On the morning of Wednes-

day, October 5th, the 6th grade 

class will begin their trek to 

Nature’s Classroom Outdoor 

School in Bellville, Ohio.  They 

will arrive to school with their 

sleeping bags, pillows, and lug-

gage as they prepare for a 3 

day, 2 night educational experi-

ence. 

     After arriving at Templed 

Hills and unloading their lug-

gage, the girls will carry their 

belongings to the rooms of Me-

morial Lodge, and the boys will 

hike the trails to the Parker 

Ridge Cabins.  They will un-

pack and prepare their sleeping 

quarters for the next two days. 

     The 6th grade students will 

then head to one of the most 

important places in camp, 

the dining hall.  Students 

will eat their meals in the 

hall above Skipper Lodge.  

Here, all meals are served 

family style.  “Hoppers” 

will set the table and bring 

food and drinks to their 

group.  Homemade bread, 

spaghetti and fresh garlic 

bread, a salad bar, a taco 

bar, beef and noodles, baked 

chicken, eggs and sausage, 

and French toast are just 

some of the items the 6th 

grade may enjoy while at 

camp.  

     There are many classes 

the students will have the 

opportunity to experience at 

Nature’s Classroom.   

     Predator vs. Prey- De-

pending on one’s position in 

the food chain, survival can 

be complicated or quite sim-

ple.  This battle for contin-

ued existence is one the stu-

dents will not soon forget. 

     Adventure Team- 

Whether it be swinging over 

pits of fiery lava or climbing 

a wall of gooey doughnuts, 

students will need to work 

together in many different 

team building activities. 

     Countdown- What hap-

pens when 2-Liter pop bot-

tles are filled with water and pressur-

ized?  Students will have the chance to 

launch rockets in this physics class. 

     In Cold Blood- Students have the 

opportunity to visit the Nature Center 

located under Heritage Hall.  Animals 

native to Ohio call the Nature Center 

their home.  From snakes to turtles, stu-

dents will have an amazing hands-on 

experience with the camp staff. 

     The Night Hike- This is one of the 

most memorable experiences for stu-

dents that attend camp.  The 6th grade 

will learn about the stars, their eyes, 

pirates, and the importance of our 

senses.  The Night Hike will end with a 

story around a campfire and a bed time 

snack. 

     It is easy to see that when the stu-

dents return to Hopewell-Loudon on 

Friday, October 7th, they will have 

learned a lot about themselves and their 

classmates.  Camp is an amazing experi-

ence for all involved.  Students will 

strengthen friendships and learn lessons 

that will stay with them for years to 

come.

Reading Connections by Mrs. Walker 
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Your children will come into con-

tact with many unfamiliar words. 

They will be required to recog-

nize them, but they will also 

have to learn the meanings of 

these new words. Here's how 

you can help your child gain un-

derstanding of new vocabulary:  

* Read aloud to your child and 

discuss the story vocabulary. 

Select books that are just be-

yond the reach of your reader, 

ones that they are not able to 

read yet. This stretches their 

understanding of the language 

used in literature.  

* Avoid talking down to your 

child. Use words that build their 

vocabulary. Research shows that 

if a child has a word in their 

listening vocabulary, they will 

have an easier time decoding an 

unfamiliar word. In other words, 

a "heard word" will make sense 

in the context of the text and 

they will almost automatically 

try that word.  

* Play vocabulary games to de-

velop understanding.  

Look and Label: Label everything 

in a room in five minutes, taking 

turns. The goal is to maintain 

and increase speed and the num-

ber of words, or to make the list 

as long as possible. You may want 

younger children to point to or 

touch the labeled item to check 

for accuracy. This game ends 

when you either run out of time 

or words!  

Go Together: List  objects in a  

category,  taking turns. Sample 

categories: types of cars, vege-

tables, winter words, holidays, 

emotion descriptors, sports, 

toys, etc. The game is over when 

one player runs out of words.  

Tell a Tale:  Ask your child to 

think of three words for you to 

use in creating an oral story. 

After you finish telling your 

story and modeling the process, 

give your child three words to 

use in making up a story. Stop 

when they get tired of playing 

or run out of ideas. You don't 

want to overdo a good thing!  

Frumdiddle :  A frumdiddle is a 

secret object. Think of a 

"frumdiddle," provide clues to 

its identification and ask your 

child to guess what it is. Give 

just one clue at a time and let 

them guess. Use "in your face" 

or obvious clues to start with 

and when they get better at 

the game, you can use more 

discreet or obscure clues . 
When your child guesses the 

secret object, exclaim, 

"Frumdiddle!"

Trustworthy 

Students of the

Recognizing  

Mr. Wilhelmõs Wisdom 
Trustworthy  

     Character is not taught 

most effectively through lec-

ture but through actions.  So 

this month I thought it might 

be helpful if I included some 

examples of how to model the 

characteristic of trustworthi-

ness. 

     Trustworthy: Deserving of 

trust or confidence by being 

dependable and honest.  Ex-

amples of trustworthiness are 

not difficult to come by-“I did 

my work for the project.” or “I 

did not tell that my friend has 

a crush on Orson.”  The larger 

challenge is acting in a trust-

worthy fashion on a daily ba-

sis. 

     Model Trustworthiness:  be 

honest with your children in 

words and actions.  Tell your 

children the truth.   “Yes, I ate 

the last cookie.”  or “I worry 

about the people I see you 

with.”  Your calm, clear hon-

esty tells your children that 

you value them, value hon-

esty and you demonstrate by 

example your expectations of 

them. 

     Speaking of modeling 

when I yell something like, 

“If you don’t settle down we 

are NOT stopping for ice 

cream!” I am not being a 

good model.  Remember, if I 

want you to be calm I must 

demonstrate what I am look-

ing for and I must be pre-

pared to follow through with 

a consequence.   If I have no 

intention of giving up going 

for ice cream then my threat 

becomes either idle or 

blurred).   What I should say 

is “Kids you need to stay with 

me and keep your hands to 

yourself or I will not get you 

ice cream when I stop on the 

way home.”   

     Now the hard part, follow-

ing through.  While I may 

want to rationalize your be-

havior so I can still buy ice 

cream this is not a good idea 

as it will only teach you that I 

am not trustworthy in my 

words or actions.  Not having 

ice cream is a small price to 

pay for the kids knowing that 

I will do what I tell them. 

     Keeping one’s word is just 

as important when it is a posi-

tive situation.  When I say I 

will come to your game or 

take you to the video store 

then that is what I will do.   

The key is for us to demon-

strate what we want for our 

children so that they can
